Masculine nouns in -ce decline almost entirely like soft-stem animate masculine
nouns (eg, muz).

The only differences from the declension of muz occur in the Vocative singular (muZi
versus priivodce) and in the Nominative plural where -ce nouns can have either -i or
-0vé.

Most nouns of this type denote professions (or other life roles); they are animate.
Other common nouns include: diichodce, poradce, soudce, zachrdance, viidce.
