starnout = to get old
prumérny vé€k = average age
téméf = almost

Cas[Tense] a vid [aspect]
Remember that Czech verbs have three tenses: past, present, and future. Many verbs
also have two different aspects: imperfective (process-oriented) and perfective

(completion-oriented). Tense and aspect interact.

1. Sloveso PSAT/NAPSAT

David piSe hand-out.
David psal hand-out 2 hodiny.

David bude jesté psat hand-out ptl hodiny.

David uZ napsal hand-out.
David napiSe hand-out za 15 minut.

2. Sloveso UCIT SE/NAUCIT SE

Lenka se uci ¢eska slova.

Vcera vecer se Lenka ucila Ceskad slova.
Dnes vecer se bude udit ¢eska slova.
Naucila se Lenka vSechna ta Ceska slova?

Naudi se Lenka vSechna ta ¢eska slova?

3. Sloveso PIT/VYPIT

Pavel pije ¢eské pivo v hospodé.
Cely vecer pil Pavel pivo v hospodé.
Dnes vecer bude pit pivo v hospodé.
Pavel uz vypil 8 piv.

Vypije Pavel jeste jedno pivo?

present (impf only! is doing now)
past impf = process (was doing)
future impf = process (will be doing)
past perf = completion (did!)

future perf = completion (will get done!)

present (is studying)

past impf (was studying)

future impf (will be studying)

past perf (did he learn them all or not?)

future perf (will he learn them all?)

present (is drinking now)

past impf (was drinking all evening)
future impf (will be drinking tonite)
past perf (already drank up a lot!)

future perf (will she manage one more?)
